On the First Sunday of Advent, November 26/27, the words we use in the Mass will change.  
The new translation of the Roman Missal with be a more literal word-for-word translation than the 
translation we have been currently using.   

 

What are some of the benefits of the new translation? 
 

The new translation: 
 

Conveys biblical images from Scripture more clearly. 
 

Preserves traditional theological terms that are important to pass down in our worship. 
 

Expresses a greater reverence and humility in the presence of an awesome God. 
 

Uses more heightened language that emphasizes God’s goodness, power and glory. 
 
Expresses more clearly why we pray, why we hope and how we present ourselves before God. 
 
Adds freshness to the sound of the Mass while avoiding the needless repetition of some               
well-worn words.   
 
Provides us with an opportunity to deepen our appreciation of the Mass and what it means for 
us as Catholic Christians.
